Here's the Windows 95 Upgrade CD. All you should have to do is run "setup.exe" from within the "WIN95" directory and then follow the instructions.

If you want to save this to your ZIP drive (and you should), copy everything from the CD except the "CDEXPO" and the "FUNSTUFF" directories. This will give you what you need if you ever have to go back to get any additional software, drivers, etc.  or if you should have to reload. Actually, you should be able to run this directly from the ZIP drive. Another option, if you have the hard drive (about 90 meg) space, you can copy everything to the disk drive and run it from there. This is the way that I will ultimately upgrade Sam's machine is by taking a copy of the CD to tape and then going tape to her hard drive (she doesn't have a CD drive).

Unlike Davy's CD, this one is an upgrade and only expects to find DOS and/or Windows 3.x.; therefore it will not load to an empty disk drive. If you ever have to do that you would have to reload DOS first.
